This includes the addition of new stormwater inlets and French drain for treatment and disposal of stormwater;
reconstruction, resurfacing, repair, and re-grading of the existing asphalt roadways and adjacent curb and gutter; and
restoration and corrections to existing pavement markings.

 Due to deterioration and the serious existing conditions in the project area, this project is critical for the safety of local
residents as well as the economic growth and job creation for the Town of Medley. The Town of Medley is requesting
funding for roadway and drainage improvements, including the reconstruction of the roadway, milling, resurfacing, and
widening of the existing pavement to accommodate curb & gutter, signage, pavement markings as well as pedestrian
sidewalks and bicycle lane. The project also includes drainage improvements with additional catch basins, swales and
exfiltration trenches and other infrastructure improvements for water quality.

 The general public and businesses will be served by this project. We anticipate more than 800 individuals to be served
by this project.

 There will be a reduction in flooding and improved roadway conditions. his project will improve the Town’s road network,
will allow the easier flow of traffic, promote multimodal mobility, emergency evacuation, and improve connectivity and
accessibility for the transportation of goods and the circulation of heavy equipment. The benefits of this project will be
measured by improved roadway.
