After a 2-year hiatus when Florida had no federally recognized domestic violence coalition, Florida Partnership to End
Domestic Violence (FPEDV) was designated by the U.S. Department of Health & Human Services in September 2022 as
Florida's new Domestic Violence Coalition. State funding would leverage federal funds awarded to designated and federally
recognized state coalitions, as well as FPEDV membership fees, to enable FPEDV to coordinate statewide service
improvements and provide essential technical assistance and training to Florida's 41 certified domestic violence centers
and their staff in order to improve the safety-net of services available to domestic violence victims and their dependents.

-Expand technical assistance and training for Florida's 41 certified domestic violence centers on emerging issues

affecting domestic violence survivors, including strangulation, how to identify high lethality cases, and other essential

topics.
-Develop and implement a robust online platform with links to laws, guidance and best-practice resources/materials for

domestic service centers and providers.
-Engage a domestic violence legal expert to provide guidance, support and training on state and federal laws related to

domestic violence.
--Provide for travel, venue and other essential costs associated with in-person and remote training for domestic violence

center staff, as well as training/materials design and production.

c. What direct services will be provided to citizens by the appropriation project?

FPEDV would provide training, technical support and staffing to allow Florida's 41 certified domestic violence centers to
provide trauma informed staff and services to domestic violence victims. Technical assistance and training will also
improve victim access to relevant resources as well as promote best practices by Florida's 41 certified Domestic Violence

providers.
d. Who is the target population served by this project? How many individuals are expected to be served?

FPEDV is uniquely positioned and supported by the federal government to partner with government entities, private
industry, non profit organizations and faith based communities, and other stakeholders to effectively coordinate and

improve the essential safety net of services available statewide to victims and dependents.
e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will

be measured?

The Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) creates and supports comprehensive, cost-effective responses to domestic
violence, sexual assault, dating violence and stalking. Since its enactment in 1994, VAWA programs, administered by the
U.S. Departments of Justice (DOJ) and Health and Human Services (HHS), have dramatically improved federal, tribal,
state, and local responses to these crimes. With state funding, DV centers will be equipped to provide trauma informed
services and support to victims and their children, and to work with victims to develop safety plans for victims and their

families.
