work done in therapy sessions, with clinicians.

Provide speech-language screenings, evaluations and treatments (if needed) to preschool aged children identified as
most in need of speech-language development so they may enter elementary school with identical communication skills

as their same aged peers.

Improve quality of education:
For every child entering into therapy, a unique set of goals is set based on standardized testing. Progress is monitored

and recorded on each of those goals. Goals are updated accordingly. Preschool Language Scales, Fifth Edition (PLS-5)
or other standardized age-appropriate assessments are used to identify any deficits and develop an individuals plan for
The PLS-5 provides a comprehensive development language assessment for children from ages birth to 7. It assesses

nine major areas of auditory comprehension and expressive communication and is the industry standard.
