Strengthened and efficient secondary conveyance of storm water to SFWMD primary water control canals. Efficient
intake and monitoring of water from SFWMD primary water control canals during times of drought will recharge local
groundwater supply and assist in the protection of City of Plantation and City of Ft. Lauderdale potable water wellfields
from saltwater intrusion. Automated monitoring, control and reporting of water levels in real time. Visual inspections to
verify flood control measures are positively affecting properties serviced.
