To be eligible for an award, a student must: be a direct
descendant of victims of the Ocoee Election Day Riots of November 1920 or a current
African-American resident of Ocoee; meet the general eligibility requirements for
student eligibility as provided in section 1009.40, Florida Statutes; file an application
within the established time limits; and be enrolled as a degree-seeking or certificate-
seeking student at a state university, Florida College System institution, Historically
Black College or University, or a career center authorized by law.
