Corrections students and 500 EMT/Paramedic students per year.

 Graduates of the programs will be better trained as first responders to address the needs of our community. An updated
learning environment will attract more students seeking to be trained as law enforcement and corrections officers, EMTs
and Paramedics.

 The Training Center will serve 240 law enforcement recruits, 70 corrections students and 500 EMT/Paramedic students.
The resulting graduates, who are mostly employed locally, will serve the entire population of Volusia and Flagler counties.

 More enrollment in these programs and better trained first responders. This can be measured by enrollment and
licensure pass rates of graduates.
