The Surface Water Treatment Plant is part of Tampa Bay Water's wholesale water supply system that provides up to
33.75 million gallons a day of safe drinking water to the more than 2.5 million residents of the Tampa Bay Water service
area.

The overall objective of the project is to increase Tampa Bay Water's (Agency) annual average yield of existing surface
water supplies by 10 to 12.5 million gallons per day (mgd) and this will be measured by out of the facility once cit is
operational.
