Remaining 50% is for institutional use. $1,354,397 for refunds to students for room and
board fees in 2020. $1,354,397 to cover COVID related operating expenses and operational
losses due to COVID-19. Remaining $3,647,223 was used for COVID-19 related expenses and
building a more resilient campus.

Additionally, the repairs allow the Ponce to remain open to the public for historic tours and the public use of the
national historic landmark building.

County.
