4. Project/Program Description

The Rummel Road Regional Trail Connection is critical gap within a long-planned connected Multi-Use Trail corridor that is
rapidly developing across Osceola County, connecting Central Florida to both Kissimmee and St. Cloud. With the corridor
designated by the State as part of the Shared-Use Nonmotorized (SUN) Trail Network and also as a Land Trail Priority on
the Florida Greenways & Trails System, the Rummell Road Regional Trail Connection has risen to the top of the City of St.
Cloud's Trails Master Plan priority list. The City proposes to construct Rummel Road Trail to connect the city’s Lakefront
Park to Chisholm Park at the same time completing a missing section in the Florida Greenways & Trails Plan, connecting
Kissimmee, St. Cloud, and the northern part of Osceola County into Orange County. Rummell Road Regional Trail will be a
fully separated minimum 8' wide multi-purpose trail and also includes landscaping, tree planting for shade, a trail head and
parking lot.

a. What specific purpose or goal will be achieved by the funds requested?

The goal is to provide for the City The Rummell Road Regional Trail as envisioned to be a connecting and accessible
trail connecting Lakefront Park to Chisholm Park. This approximately one-mile stretch of Rummell Road Regional Trail
will allow for a safe and enjoyable experience that will allow users to walk, run, and bike between the two locations as well
as connecting to Lake Runnymede Conservation Area along the trail route.

b. What activities and services will be provided to meet the intended purpose of these funds?

The activities and services provided to meet intended purpose of funds will be the expansion of easements to allow route
greater distance from vehicular lanes. The current guardrail would be updated to a jersey barrier to provide additional
protection to pedestrians when crossing the bridge. From there the trail continues at a typical 10" wide configuration
where Rummell Road turns, the trail turns along with it continuing along the inside of the curve, this allows for a safe
buffer between traffic and pedestrians.

c. What direct services will be provided to citizens by the appropriation project?

Direct service would be the promotion of safe, comfortable and efficient pedestrian and bicycle systems. Added safety by
the reduction of speeding and decrease of accidents in the area. Proximity of the trail to the road will add safety barriers;
Possible R.O.W. expansion or easements to allow the route greater distance from vehicular travel lanes, directly affected
residents.

d. Who is the target population served by this project? How many individuals are expected to be served?

The City of St. Cloud has a population served by this product projected at 62,000 residents.

e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will
be measured?

Expected benefit and outcome of this project would be the strengthening north/south and east/west connections to key
destinations, such as City parks, lakes, schools, and new commercial developments. As the City’s population continues to
grow, the citywide trail system should connect to the areas of high population concentration throughout the region and
new residential developments of the City of St. Cloud. The trail system should also connect to special event venues, such
as Downtown District, City Hall, Centennial Park, Veteran’s Park, Lakefront Park, Lakefront Marina Building, Peghorn
Nature Park and Trail, and Hopkins Park to reduce vehicular travel to the festivities.
