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I. Summary: 

SB 500 adds a superintendent of schools to the membership of the Florida Children and Youth 

Cabinet. The superintendent is to be appointed by the Governor. 

 

The bill does not have a fiscal impact on state government. 

 

The bill has an effective date of July 1, 2016. 

 

II. Present Situation: 

The Florida Children and Youth Cabinet (cabinet) was created in 20071 for the purpose of 

developing and implementing a shared vision among the branches of government in order to 

improve child and family outcomes statewide.2 

 

Current cabinet membership includes the Governor and 14 members.3 These members include 

the Secretary of Children and Families, the Secretary of Juvenile Justice, the director of the 

Agency for Persons with Disabilities, the director of the Office of Early Learning, the State 

Surgeon General, the Secretary of Health Care Administration, the Commissioner of Education, 

the director of the Statewide Guardian Ad Litem Office, the director of the Office of Child

who are not service providers and who are appointed by the Governor.5

schools to be appointed by the Governor.
