2009 and Thereafter
Maximum Millage Limitation

o In general, the 2009 maximum millage provisions are:

• Majority vote rate is equal to the rolled-back rate calculated as if the
majority vote rate had been levied in the previous year, or if a higher
rate was levied, the levied rate.

o The majority vote rate is further adjusted by the percentage
change in the per capita Florida personal income (2.5% in 2009).

• Two-thirds vote rate up to 110% of the majority vote rate.

• By a unanimous vote can levy up to statutory or constitutional limit.
