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Florida is the only state in the nation whose CONSTITUTION is reviewed every 20 years.  
This set of rules determines the State's government and our laws.  Our government has three 
branches.  They are the LEGISLATIVE, the EXECUTIVE and the JUDICIAL branches.  The 
Legislature passes LAWS which are carried out by the executive branch.  The head of this 
branch is the GOVERNOR.  The judicial branch has a system of COURTS.  Judges and jus-
tices in this branch determine facts, interpret the law, and make rulings on legal cases.  The 
Legislature meets ANNUALLY to discuss laws, change the law, or make new laws.  The two 
bodies of the Legislature are the HOUSE and the SENATE.  Together these houses work to 
better the lives of the citizens of Florida.
