4. Project/Program Description

To improve water quality and beneficially reuse advanced treated water in lieu of surface water discharges, Plant City is
employing an integrated water management approach at Mcintosh Preserve. A Florida's Communities Trust property, the
restoration and expansion of 175 acres of wetlands manages reuse, stormwater, and excess surface water as precious
resources towards producing multifaceted environmental benefits. The construction of this project removes 7,620 pounds of
Total Nitrogen and 2,280 pounds of Total Phosphorus per year from surface waters, beneficially reuses recycled water to
hydrate wetlands and keep them healthy, and provides the public access to wild and scenic Florida.

Engineering plans are currently in the 90% phase, with final plans and construction to follow.

Improve localized funding to residents and business adjacent to 363 acre preserve and expand public access through
construction of 45 foot Florida Mound to view 363 acres of protected wild and scenic Florida. Entire suite of McIntosh
Preserve projects also has an education and outreach component with educational graphics and signs throughout the
Preserve.

Residents of Plant City and Hillsborough County and visitors to Central Florida. The Mclntosh Preserve resides within an
8,500 acre drainage basin, thus improving water quality and flood mitigation will have resounding positive effect on a
large portion of this basin.

Improvement in surface water quality and the beneficial reuse of advanced treated wastewater. Water quality and
recycled water effluent monitoring.
