year operational and programmatic appropriations for legislatively approved fixed capital outlay
projects authorized for the establishment of a new campus.

e Requires Florida Polytechnic University to transfer space at the Lakeland joint-use facility to
Polk State College as new space becomes available on the new campus of Florida Polytechnic
University.

e Authorizes the University of Florida to serve in an advisory/consulting capacity to the new
university on certain issues.
