We sought several district budget projects 

including a New Poinciana Valencia 

Campus, an Advanced Sensors 

Manufacturing Center, Lake Toho 

Restoration.

we successfully secured $11.9M for the 

Poinciana Campus and $20M for he 

Kissimmee Restoration.  I was able to place 

$10M in the budget for the Advanced 

Sensors Manufacturing Center, but unfortunately Governor Scott vetoed the project 

costing jobs for our region.
