 Funding is requested to enhance the mosquito control program by adding larviciding machines and pickup trucks, one of
the most effective and environmentally responsible methods of controlling the mosquito population. Larvicide application by
truck-mounted Buffalo Turbine machines, which can spray products high into the air to overcome obstacles, is the most
effective and environmentally friendly method responsible method and can be seen as substituting for an aerial spraying
program where this is not feasible. However, there is a pressing need to expand Buffalo Turbine larvicide operations in
order to treat wider areas, and to combat the increasing numbers of mosquito-borne disease, while also addressing the
crucial problem of chemical resistance to conventional insecticides.
