Management District Permit. This re-permit requires the improvements that are part of this project and will allow the City
to continue to operate the storm water control of the basin such that storm events will not negatively impact business and
residents.

Improvements include
replacement of three existing culverts. Once implemented the improved storm water system will be monitored in
corresponding rain events to ensure the system operates as intended without direct staff management.

The proposed Basin 15 Drainage Improvements project if implemented will improve the drainage Level of Service (LOS)
within the basin which would include but not be limited to ensuring subdivision streets should not flood in the 3-year/24-
hour storm; ensure major roadways should not flood in the 10-year/72-hour storm; and ensure cross-culverts should have
sufficient capacity for the 25-year/72-hour storm.
