of food, water, or nedical care; and the failure of a provider to report
incidents or allegations within required tinefranes established by the
department. In addition, the department rmust conduct an independent
review of each out-of-state provider before issuing a new contract. The
report must be organi zed so that the incidents and allegations relating
to a wparticular facility and to a particular provider can be readily
ascertained. The department nust also imediately report the death or
serious bodily injury of a youth in a secure or non-secure residential
program to the Governor, President of the Senate, and Speaker of the
House of Representatives, and may nake any additional reports that it
determines to be appropriate based upon the seriousness of an incident
or allegation.

appropriation, a circuit may consider, anong other criteria, the extent
to which a problemsolving court addresses the needs of individuals with
an opi oi d use disorder.

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SECTION 8. EMPLOYEE COVPENSATI ON AND BENEFI TS - FI SCAL YEAR 2020- 2021

This section provides instructions for inplenenting the Fiscal Year
2020- 2021 salary and benefit adjustnments provided in this act. A
allocations, distributions, and uses of these funds are to be made in
strict accordance wth the provisions of this act and chapter 216
Fl orida Statutes.

References to an "eligible" enployee refer to an enployee who is
enpl oyed on June 30, 2020, and who is, at a mininum nmeeting his or her
required perfornmance standards, if applicable. If an ineligible enployee
achieves performance standards subsequent to the salary inplenentation
date, but on or before the end of the fiscal year, the enployee nmay
receive the increase; however, the increase shall be effective on the
date the enployee becones eligible but not retroactively. In addition
any salary increase or bonus provided under this section shall be
pro-rated based on the full-tinme equival ency of the enployee’s position
Enpl oyees classified as other personnel services enployees are not
eligible for an increase

It is the intent of the Legislature that the mninumfor each pay grade
and pay band namy not be adjusted during the 2020-2021 fiscal year and
that the maxi nuns for each pay grade and pay band be adjusted upward by
6 percent, effective July 1, 2020. In addition, the Legislature intends
that all eligible enployees receive the increases specified in this
section, even if the inplenmentation of such increases results in an
enpl oyee’s salary exceeding the adjusted pay grade maxi mum Salary
increases provided under this section shall be prorated based on the
full-tine equivalency of the enployee’'s position. Enployees classified
as other-personnel -services enployees are not eligible for an increase
based upon the inplenmentation of increases authorized in this section

(1) EMPLOYEE AND OFFI CER COVPENSATI ON
(a) Oficer Conpensation
The elected officers, nmenbers of conm ssions, and designated enpl oyees

shall be paid at the annual rate, listed below, for the 2020-2021 fisca
year; however, these salaries may be reduced on a voluntary basis.

the provisions of the federal Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act
of 2010 and the Internal Revenue Code. Medical and prescription drug
cost sharing anmounts incurred by a plan participant for covered
in-network service shall be aggregated to record the participant’s total
amount of plan cost sharing limtations.

state enpl oyee popul ation
