20 | "Greyhound coursing," the pursuit of hares, and
21 WHEREAS, in the late 1800s, farners inported G eyhounds
22| to the United States to help control jackrabbit popul ations
23 | and, because of their speed and natural instincts, G eyhounds
24 | soon becane the focus of popul ar nei ghborhood conpetitions -
25| the first organized Greyhound raci ng events, and
26 WHEREAS, Greyhound racing as we know it today began in
271 1912 with Onen Patrick Smith's invention of a nechanical lure
