 Section 1.  Section 760.105, Florida Statutes, is created 21 

to read: 22 

 760.105  Unlawful employment screening.—Unless otherwise 23 

required by law, an employer may not inquire into or consider an 24 

applicant's criminal history on an initial employment 25 

application. An employer may inquire into or consider an 26 
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applicant's criminal history only after the applicant's 27 

qualifications are screened and the employer determines that the 28 

applicant meets the minimum employment requirements specified 29 

for a given position. 30 

 Section 2.  This act shall take effect July 1, 2015. 31
