soldiers and airmen in today's modern guard, and 14 

 WHEREAS, the men and women of the Florida National Guard 15 

and their families willingly make sacrifices during times of 16 

hurricanes, fires, floods, and other natural disasters, serving 17 

domestically and around the world in contingency operations, and 18 

 WHEREAS, more than 18,400 men and women of the Florida 19 

National Guard have answered the call to federal active duty, 20 

without reservation, after the attack on our nation on September 21 

11, 2001, and have served with distinction and honor during 22 

Operation Enduring Freedom, Operation Iraqi Freedom, Operation 23 

New Dawn, and continue to serve in Operation Noble Eagle, 24 

Operation Freedom's Sentinel, and Operation Inherent Resolve, 25 

which continue to take these dedicated men and women far from 26 
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their families and friends while they ensure we are safe at 27 

home, and 28 

 WHEREAS, employers of the men and women of the Florida 29 

National Guard make significant sacrifices to ensure that these 30 

brave soldiers and airmen can return to their jobs when they 31 

return home from deployment, and 32 

 WHEREAS, the men and women of the Florida National Guard 33 

remain involved in hundreds of community service projects across 34 

the state each day while preparing for their federal duty, 35 

protecting the citizens of this state during emergencies, and 36 

contributing to local programs that add value to the United 37
