20 Section 1. Section 24.1056, Florida Statutes, is created

24 (1) The provisions of this chapter are strictly limited to
25 lottery tickets that are exclusively in paper form, purchased
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26 from and conveyed by an authorized retailer within the physical

27| premises of the authorized retailer, and redeemed in a manner as

28| prescribed in this chapter.

29 (2) A person may not use a personal electronic device to

30 play, store, or redeem a lottery ticket or game or

31 representation thereof. However, the storage of a photographic

32 image of a lottery ticket or game on a personal electronic

33| device exclusively for personal use is permissible, provided the

34| image is not used in any manner in conjunction with or in lieu

35| of the paper ticket or game for purposes of playing or redeeming

36| the paper ticket or game.

37 (3) A person may not use or solicit the use of a personal
