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Program to aid in the prevention or abatement of active 17 

assailant incidents on school premises, as required under this 18 

paragraph. Persons certified as school guardians pursuant to 19 

this paragraph have no authority to act in any law enforcement 20 

capacity except to the extent necessary to prevent or abate an 21 

active assailant incident. 22 

 1.a.  If a local school board has voted by a majority to 23 

implement a guardian program or has contracted for the use of 24 

school security guards to satisfy the requirements of s. 25 

1006.12, the sheriff in that county shall establish a guardian 26 

program to provide training for school guardians or school 27 

security guards, pursuant to subparagraph 2., to school 28 

district, charter school, or private school, child care 29 

facility, or security agency employees, either directly or 30 

through a contract with another sheriff's office that has 31 

established a guardian program.

Enforcement Academy training model, which must include at least 121 

10 percent but no more than 20 percent more rounds fired than 122 

associated with academy training. Program participants must 123 

achieve an 85 percent pass rate on the firearms training. 124 

 (II)  Sixteen hours of instruction in precision pistol. 125 

 (III)  Eight hours of discretionary shooting instruction 126 

using state-of-the-art simulator exercises. 127 

 (IV)  Sixteen hours of instruction in active shooter or 128 

assailant scenarios. 129 

 (V)  Eight hours of instruction in defensive tactics. 130 

 (VI)  Four hours of instruction in legal issues. 131 

 c.  Pass a psychological evaluation administered by a 132 

psychologist licensed under chapter 490 and designated by the 133 

Department of Law Enforcement and submit the results of the 134 

evaluation to the sheriff's office. The Department of Law 135 

Enforcement is authorized to provide the sheriff's office with 136 

mental health and substance abuse data for compliance with this 137 

paragraph. 138 

 d.  Submit to and pass an initial drug test and subsequent 139 

random drug tests in accordance with the requirements of s. 140 

112.0455 and the sheriff's office. 141 
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 e.  Successfully complete ongoing training, weapon 142 

inspection, and firearm qualification on at least an annual 143 

basis.

The sheriff who conducts the guardian training or waives the 146 

training requirements for a person under sub-subparagraph 1.g.

All school classrooms and other instructional spaces 301 

must be locked to prevent ingress when occupied by students, 302 

except between class periods when students are moving between 303 

classrooms or other instructional spaces.
